In the letter, con-

gratulations aside, 

President Obama states 

he looks ―forward to 

working with all of na-

tions‖ and highlights 

that ―the United States 

will remain committed 

to doing its part to 

strengthen our com-

mon security.‖  Secre-

tary of State Clinton 

also made NATO a top 
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Secretary Clinton on International Women’s Day 

 ‖I am proud to 

honor women around 

the world who are blaz-

ing trails and surmount-

ing obstacles in pursuit 

of equality and oppor-

tunity. (...) Put simply, 

we have much less 

hope of addressing the 

complex challenges we 

face in this new century 

without the full partici-

pation of women. (...)  

This is not simply a 

matter of emotion or 

altruism. A growing 

body of research tells 

us that supporting 

women is a high-yield 

investment, resulting in 

stronger economies, 

more vibrant civil so-

cieties, healthier com-

munities, and greater 

peace and stability. But 

even so, no nation in 

the world has yet 

achieved full equality 

for women. (...)  

Women also have a 

crucial role to play in 

establ ishing peace 

worldwide. In regions 

torn apart by war, it is 

often the women who 

find ways to reach 

across differences and 

discover  common 

ground as mothers, 

caretakers, and grass-

roots advocates. (...)  

We must remind 

ourselves that ensuring 

the rights of women 

and girls is not only a 

matter of justice. It is a 

matter of enhancing 

global peace, progress, 

and prosperity for gen-

erations to come(…)‖  
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“Supporting women 

is a high-yield invest-

ment,” claimed Secre-

tary Clinton during

One of the world’s 

most famous Carnival cele-

brations takes place in the 

United States. Although its 

origin goes back to medieval 

Europe, Mardi Gras was 

taken to Louisiana by 

French-Canadian colonizer 

Jean Baptiste Le Moyne. 

The first record of Mardi 

Gras celebrations dates back 

to 1699 with elegant society 

balls instead of  today’s 

popular street parades.  

It was not until 1872 

that a  group of business-

men invented a King of 

Carnival and showed him 

around in  the first daytime 

parade. They introduced the 

Mardi Gras song, flag, and 

c o l o r s  o f  p u r p l e 

(representing  justice), green 

(for faith) and gold (for 

power). Then later on, in 

1873, the Governor of Lou-

isiana turned the celebration 

into a legal state holiday.     

New Orleans is the 

main stage for Mardi Gras in 

the United States, though 

other cities organize such 

celebrations, as well. The 

French Quarter is invaded 

by parade 

f l o a t s , 

k r e w e s , 

m a s k s , 

doubloons, 

bead neck-

laces and 

king cakes. Cajun food and 

drink do the rest.  

Just as in Rio, celebrities 

also join these festivities. 

This year, actors Val Kilmer 

and Jim Belushi, singer 

Harry Connick Jr. and CNN 

anchor Soledad O’Brien are 

joining the revelry. Why not 

you next year?  

The Fulbright Program is an 
educational exchange program, 
established in the U.S. by Sena-
tor J. William Fulbright and 
signed by President Harry Tru-
man in 1946. In the aftermath 
of the Second World War, Sena-
tor Fulbright intended to create 
an international educational and 
cultural exchange program for 
students and scholars to promote 
peace and mutual understand-
ing.  Otilia Macedo Reis, Exec-
tive Director of the Fulbright 
Commission 
in our coun-
try , explains 
what it can do 
for Portuguese 
students and 
scholars.  
 

Atlantic Notes (AN) —
Who can apply and how are 
Fulbright grantees selected? 
 

Otília Reis (OR) —
Fulbright grants provide 
Portuguese students and 
scholars with opportunities 
to study, lecture or do re-
search in the U.S. and 
American students and 
scholars to develop such 
activities in Portugal. Ful-
bright grants also enable 
Portuguese institutions to 
host American scholars and 
researchers.  
All applicants are required 
to have a good level of Eng-
lish and a degree adequate 
to their objectives (students 
should have completed un-
dergraduate studies – 
―licenciatura‖ - preferably 
with a final average equal or 
higher than 14; scholars and 
researchers should have a 

PhD degree completed or 
undergoing). The selection 
process for the Fulbright 
grants is entirely merit-
based. 

 

AN—When are grant com-
petitions opened and what 
are the deadlines?  
 

OR—Actually, grant com-
petitions are currently open: 
various Grants for Portu-
guese Students (deadline 
March 31, 2009), as well as 
Grants for Portuguese Insti-
tutions of Higher Educa-
tion, a competition on a 
rolling basis. 
Application is always online 
and detailed information 
(including the guidelines for 
each competition) may be 
found on our web site: 
www.fulbrightportugal.org.  
 

AN—Do you keep contact 
with grantees once they re-
turn? 
 

OR—Yes, we usually keep 
contact with grantees while 
they stay in the U.S. and 
once they return, by orga-
nizing regular meetings and 
alumni activities. Fulbright-
ers also often participate in 
the interview selection com-
mittees, and help with the 
orientation and pre-
departure meetings Ful-
bright organizes for the new 
grantees. The alumni asso-
ciation – Fulbrighters Portu-
gal – also organizes activities 
and helps grantees to stay in 
touch. 
 

AN—What basic advice 
would you give our readers, 

if interested in studying in the 
U.S.? 
 

OR—The process of applying 
to a Fulbright grant, and to U.S. 
universities in general, takes 
time, preparation, self assess-
ment and serious thinking about 
the study or research topic, its 
importance and its feasibility. 
This process must begin long 
before the application deadline. 
Therefore, I would recommend 
potential applicants to prepare 
their application carefully and in 
time, paying special attention to 
the letters of reference, the per-
sonal essay and the project pro-
posals they present. 
 

AN—What other type of activi-
ties does the Commission or-
ganize in Portugal? 
 

OR—Parallel to its key activity 
– the  Grant Program – the 
Commission administers a pub-
lic information service, which is 
of the utmost importance to 
both countries due to its nature, 
uniqueness, and efficiency. The 
Fulbright Information Center is 
the sole officially recognized 
information service on U.S. 
education in Portugal and, in 
addition, is the only center au-
thorized by the U.S. Depart-
ment of State to certify diplo-
mas obtained in the United 
States. 
 

AN—The Fulbright Commis-
sion’s half century is coming 
up… 
 

OR—Yes, our 50th anniversary 
will be celebrated in 2010. I can 
say a number of special initia-
tives are being prepared and will 
be announced soon.  
