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New Rule for Visa Waiver Travel to the U.S.

As of January 12th, the Electronic System
for Travel Authorization (ESTA) became

The ESTA program does not apply to American citizens or U.S. Legal
Permanent Residents!

It's easy to apply for ESTA. The traveler or a representative can submit an
application by Internet. It should be made at least 72 hours in advance of the
trip. Once the authorization is received, it is valid for two years or until the
passport expires.

And remember, there is no cost. Be aware of sites that offer ESTA ser-
vices for a fee. To avoid these, you'll want to be sure that the site you use
ends in “.gov" rather than ".com” or ."us".

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One-Time Payment for Federal Beneficiaries

The American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 provides for a one-time
payment of $250 to individuals who get Supplemental Security Income (SSI),
Social Security, Railroad Board and Veteran's Administration Benefits.

To receive the benefit, the beneficiary’s address of record must be in one of
the 50 states, the District of Columbia, Puerto Rico, Guam, the U.S. Virgin Is-
lands, American Samoa, or the Northern Mariana Islands.

Everyone entitled to a payment should receive it by late May 2009, and the
funds will be delivered in the same manner as the regular benefits. No action
is required by the beneficiaries.

Individuals will receive only one $250 payment regardless of how many types of
benefits they receive.

The Social Security Administration website has a special section on the eco-
nomic recovery payment.

U.S. income taxes are due April 15, 2009. If you reside overseas, however,
your return is due on June 15, 2009 because you are given an automatic two-
month extension to file. Any tax due though must be paid by April 15, 2009 to
avoid being charged penalties and interest.

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Protect Yourseli from Identity Thefl

If you become the victim of identity theft, there are immediate, effective
measures you can take to protect yourself and limit the damage.

We have posted a Diplomatic Security fact sheet on our website which dis-
cusses what one should do, including: 1) filing a police report; 2) filing an ID
theft report with the Federal Trade Commission; 3) monitoring your Social Se-
curity statements; and 4) contacting the 3 major credit bureaus.

One way to keep an eye on your credit history is to request an annual credit
report. Under the Fair and Accurate Credit Transactions Act (FACTA), an
amendment to the Fair Credit Reporting Act, all consumers are entitled to a
free annual report of their credit.

You can request one from the three major reporting
agencies - Equifax, Experian and Trans Union. This is
where banks and other places go to check your credit
history and score. You'll only need to request it from
one company since all three have access to the same
information.
