Consular Visit to Porto 

On October 6, consular staff from the U.S. Embassy will 

visit Porto to provide consular services such as: renewing 

passports; registering births of U.S. citizens; notarizing 

documents for use in the U.S.; and assisting citizens with 

casting their vote in the U.S. Elections. 

 

The staff will be available on Princesa do Douro, a Douro 

Azul boat docked at Cais de Gaia from 2 to 6 p.m. on Monday. Parking is avail-

able. We recommend that you make an appointment beforehand by calling the 

Consular Section at 21-770-2122 during our public phone hours: 2 to 4 p.m., 

Monday through Friday. We will be able to better assist you with the documents 

and fees needed.  The consular staff will not be able to accept credit cards or 

provide change so please bring exact change, either in dollars or euros. We look 

forward to serving you! 
 

Most states begin mailing ballots 30-45 days before the elec-

tion. If you have not received your ballot two weeks before 

the election, contact your local election official. Their con-

tact information is available on most state election sites. If 

you have requested a ballot but still have not received one 

close to election day, you may use the Federal Write-in Ab-

sentee Ballot (FWAB) which is available on-line.  

 

Please be aware of your state’s requirements. Very few states require notariza-

tion, but many states have witness requirements. State requirements can be 

very particular. For instance, Virginia requires a witness for the FWAB, and that 

they include their signature AND address on the signature line in order for the 

ballot to be counted.

Internet Pal in Trouble? 

What is ESTA? 

The Electronic System for Travel Authorization (ESTA) is 

a program administered by the Department of Homeland 

Security to strengthen and preserve the Visa Waiver Pro-

gram (VWP).  

 

The ESTA program does not apply to American citizens: It applies to nationals from 

countries with a visa-waiver program, such as Portugal, who are planning short trips 

to the U.S. These individual must receive an electronic travel authorization before 

commencing travel if they do not have a valid U.S. visa in their passport.  

 

The traveler or a representative can submit an application by Internet. It must be 

made at least 72 hours in advance of the trip. There is no fee. Once the authoriza-

tion is received, it is valid for two years or until the passport expires.   

 

ESTA becomes mandatory on January 12, 2009. Note: Travelers with a valid 

U.S. visa DO NOT need to request ESTA.

This “indirect” election system, called the Electoral College, puz-

zles Americans and non-Americans alike. Devised by the framers of our Constitution, 

the system allocates powers not only to a national government and its people, but also
