Possible Protests Planned for Monday, June 9

According to news reports, transportation companies may block "strategic” loca-
tions on Monday, June 9, to protest the increase in gas prices.

Ports, highways, national roads and oil refineries could be targeted, reportedly be-
ginning at midnight on Sunday.

The CNA (National Farmers Confederation) has also threatened a national protest
in Lisbon if the Portuguese government does not minimize the impact of rising gas
prices. On June 13th, the CNA will deliver their formal protest to the Prime Minis-
ter and could stage a protest action shortly afterwards, depending on the response.
