By Land or by Sea: Keep Your Passport Current 

On June 1, most U.S. citizens will be required to use a pass-

port, new passport card or other travel document as ap-

proved by the Department of Homeland Security (DHS) 

when entering the U.S. from Canada, Mexico, Bermuda and 

the countries of the Caribbean by land or sea.  

 

This is part of the Western Hemisphere Travel Initiative 

(WHTI). The goal is to strengthen U.S. border security 

while facilitating entry for U.S. citizens and legitimate foreign visitors by 

providing standardized documentation that enables DHS to quickly and relia-

bly identify a traveler. For more information about the travel requirements, 

please Click Here.  

 

These WHTI requirements do not affect those of us living in Portugal, of 

course — we still need a passport to visit the U.S. , as normal.
